Laws and Etiquette for WPHA Pooches and Pets

In KCMO, dogs must be on a leash or restrained at all times. Walking your 

dog without a leash (however well-behaved he or she is) is breaking the law. 

It’s also intimidating to other people and dogs. And if your unrestrained dog 

injures another person or pet, you could be held liable. 

 

Off-leash dog parks are the only place free run is allowed. One has been proposed in Sunnyside 

Park, and there are people on both sides of this (doggie) fence. Until this issue is decided, you may 

also take Fido to Penn Valley Park, Shawnee Mission Park. 

  

Dogs, cats and ferrets must all be licensed and vaccinated for rabies. A small fee is charged. This 

can be done through some veterinary clinics, or you can mail it in. For more info, talk to your vet,

Spayed or neutered pets receive discounted KCMO licensing fees. An altered pet is also less likely 

run away. If the cost of spaying or neutering is a deterrent, ask your vet about discounts, or contact 

the Humane Society of Greater Kansas City about their low-cost services. 

 

We have a great neighborhood for dog-walking, but please, PLEASE, pick up the poop! (Leaving 

the poop bags curbside for your neighbor to throw away is not acceptable—you must take it home 

to dispose of it.) 

 

Do not allow your dog to approach other people or dogs unless asked. Not all dogs are friendly, 

even if yours is, and some folks are fearful. 

 

Reminder: Don’t leave your pet outdoors without cool shade and fresh water. If you are concerned 

about an animal’s welfare and can’t contact the owner, contact 3-1-1, KCMO’s Action Center. 

 

If your dog is a barker, don’t leave him or her outdoors. If your neighbor’s dog is a barker and it’s 

bothering you, why not have a pleasant conversation with your neighbor? There may be a simple 

solution. For nuisance barking issues that can’t be resolved, call 3-1-1. 

 

Make sure your pets have a collar and tag(s)—it helps immensely if they are lost. KCMO license 

numbers, when entered in the www.PetData.com website, will give the finder a phone number to 

call. Reunions are happy! 

 

If your pet is lost, or you’ve found a critter without tags, contact a WPHA board member to 

circulate an e-mail.

Too Much Rain 

 
Some people feel we’ve had way too much rain 

lately, while other welcome the respite from 

summer watering. One sign though that it might be 

a problem is standing water near the catch basins, 

which has been observed at some corners in WPHA 

lately. 

 

Sometimes the water is simply coming down too 

fast to drain quickly, but often the problem is a 

clogged catch basin. City ordinance designates that 

the owner of the property where the catch basin is 

installed is responsible for keeping the face of it 

clear of leaves, trash or anything else that inhibits 

the flow of water. 

 

If the face is clear (the grate isn’t blocked with 

anything) then call the Action Center at 311 and 

request the city come out and clean the inner 

workings so water will drain properly. 

 

Standing water is a home for mosquitoes to breed 

and it can be a safety hazard as well. Thank you.
