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WPHA Annual Food Drive for Harvesters 

Saturday, November 14th 
Raffle for prizes for donations 

 
On Saturday, November 14th, WHPA will hold our annual food drive in support of Harvesters, Kansas Cityôs 
largest and most comprehensive food bank, providing food assistance to nearly 60,000 people each week 
through more than 550 nonprofit agencies in 26 counties. Assistance includes emergency food pantries, soup 
kitchens, homeless shelters, childrenôs homes, homes for mentally disabled and shelters for battered persons. 
 
Many think of hunger as a homeless man in line at a soup kitchen, but of the 60,000 people Harvesters helps 
each week, half are children or seniors and in 48% of households served, at least one person is working. Many 
donôt have the food they need to sustain their health and strength, relying on food pantries, soup kitchens and 
shelters to put food on the table for their families. 
 
Because the need is so great, our neighborhood organizes a drive each year to help, and once again weôll need 
your help to make this Food Drive the success that is representative of the generosity we know exists in WHPA. 
 
We will place a bag with a reminder on your porch the week prior to the Saturday pick-up on the 14th.  When we 
pick up the bags, we'll leave potential prize winning tickets, one per food item, and we'll do a drawing at the end 
of the drive and announce the winning ticket numbers in the December newsletter. 
 
Harvesters is able to put cash donations to good use too, so if you'd like to go that route, youôll get a ticket for 
each dollar donated and be entered into the raffle for the wonderful prizes listed below. Make your check 
payable to Harvesters and leave it inside your donation sack for pick-up (weigh it down with something or tape 
the sack to your front door). You can also mail the check ahead of time to WPHA PO Box 140083 KCMO 64114 
and weôll email you back or mail back your raffle ticket numbers (please include email address).

¶ Sacks and bundles should be curbside by 7 a.m. on the 

scheduled day of collection. 

¶ No more than 20 sacks and/or bundles per household 

¶ Sacks and bundles must not weigh more than 40 pounds 

each. 

¶ Use only paper lawn debris sacks. No plastic bags. 

¶ If you seal sacks, use masking tape only; do not use 

plastic or duct tape. 

¶ No grass clippings. No trash. 

¶ All branches must be bundled. Branches must not be more 

than 3 inches in diameter. 

¶ Bundles of branches must not be more than 2 feet in 

diameter and not more than 4 feet long. 

¶ Use twine or jute rope to tie bundles; do not use wire or 

plastic tape. 

¶ If wet weather is forecast, cover sacks/bundles with clear 

plastic. 

If sacks and bundles are not collected on the scheduled day, 
call the 3-1-1 Action Center within 24 hours.by calling 311 or 
(816) 513-1313.

Also please leave on your lights from dusk till 10:00 pm a few days longer if the weather is bad during 
judging weekend.

Speed Bumps Coming ? 
 
A group of neighbors met recently with Romero Geroche of the city street department regarding 
constant complaints of speeders and cut-through traffic, many apparently wanting to take a shortcut to 
Quik ïTrip as this problem began when Quik-Trip moved from 73rd Street to 72nd Street. 
 
Pets have been hit by cars and both pets and children are at risk due to the high volume and speed of 
this traffic through our neighborhood. There is a possibility we can add speed bumps on 72nd Street 
and possibly other areas of the association.   
 
The traffic study has been completed and the next phase of the process involves going door to door 
collecting signatures of neighbors to approve adding these speed bumps. If you can help with collecting 
signatures, please email Kim Coxe at kim.coxe@att.net.   
 
If enough signatures are obtained, the next phase would involve gaining approval through PIAC, which 
funds public infrastructure projects such as this. 
 
Were you aware that soon there will be a pedestrian stop light installed 
near the corner of 74th street and Wornall? This should help with the 
problem of pedestrians being unable to safely cross Wornall while drivers 
are also trying to make turns and are sometimes impatient. 
 
This will also help children walk to school more safely, those who have 
trouble finding parking in busy Waldo and those who would like to walk to 
businesses and leave the car home.car at home.

And now for the commercialé. Time to renew our WPHA memberships! 
 
Dues fund the projects and events neighbors want. 2009 dues funded beautification projects such as maintenance 
on traffic islands at several locations in the neighborhood, the flower urns on top of the markers and weed control 
along 75th Street. We held 9 special events including neighborhood night out, dumpster day, Easter Egg Hunt and 
many others. Together working with the city we lobbied for things we feel help maintain our property values and 
enjoyment of the neighborhood such as ordinances controlling waste collection, licensing and traffic control.  
 
For the first time in 10 years, weôre raising the price on membership dues, but if you help us control the most 
rapidly rising costs, which are printing and postage, your rate will stay the same. Homeowners voted a raise 
from $30 to $40 per family at the annual meeting earlier this month. Seniors citizens will pay $35. 
 
We offer a $5 discount to those who pay by Dec 1, 2009 without us mailing out invoices/reminders, plus another $5 
discount if you agree to continue/start newsletters by email rather than hard copies sent by U.S. Mail.
