Do not give him 
any money and call the police. 
 
2.  A man claiming to do gutter 
repairs and assorted home 
projects has been taking money 
for materials and taking peoples 
screens and disappearing. He 
has been reported to the police. 
He is an older African American 
man with a deep voice. His name 
is Archie. Call the police if you 
see him.

Due to the increasing volume of 
calls due to the Action Center (311), 
there are too many hang-ups during 
peak hours and too little use on 
weekends.

It will be held at the Kansas City Regional Police Academy, 6885 N.E. Pleasant

The seminar focuses on awareness, prevention, streetwise caution and self 
defense.

It features one hour of classroom learning on practical crime prevention tips and three hours on mats in the 
gym learning self defense techniques.
