Final Snow Reminder

Though we hope snow is done for 2010, in case you
didn’t know, it's the law that each of us is responsible
to clear off ice and snow from the public sidewalks

adjacent to our property. Here’s the ordinance below.

Sec 64-246 Removal of ice/snow.

It shall be the duty of all persons owning or occupying
any real property, fronting upon any street, boulevard
or highway, to remove from the sidewalks in front or
alongside of such property all ice and snow within a
reasonable time after cessation of a storm depositing
such ice or snow.

If you are unable to do this for your property and need
help with the shoveling, call neighbor Paul Bartel at
361.6069 for an assist. He will help or send someone
else who'’s volunteered to assist you.

Other neighborhoods
nearby report their crime rate went way down when they started the service. We have businesses and bjars
near us that make a difference in our crime rate, but we expect our crime rate to go down proportionately.
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The officers will stop and talk to us about open curtains showing a big screen TV to steal, no front porch lights, or
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newspapers or mag you need to ask a neighbor to do that or stop the service temporarily.
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These officers catch criminals in action but a lot of their impact is deterrence. Some criminals see marked vehicles
and choose to move to an area where they have less chance of getting caught. Did you ever wonder, like I do, if
one reason we have so much crime is because more affluent neighborhoods north of us have private securgy and

More Crime Fighting Tips
Here are some more ideas from the KCPD regarding protecting your home from burglars.

1. In 50% of burglaries, the burglar enters by the front door, 30% from a side or back door and the rest
through windows. This is for convenience sake usually because they're already there ringing the
doorbell to see if you are home. So it’s very important to:

* Always answer the door (without opening it) saying something like “whatever you’re selling,
we’re not interested”
Keep a light on at night to give no darkness in which the burglar can hide
If you have latchkey kids and you don’t want them opening the door or answering because
you’re worried their young voice will give it away that they’re home alone, record a message on
a cheap tape recorder of an adult voice telling the person to leave and teach them how to play
it back when needed

2. The burglaries through windows are because they are often left unlocked or easy to break the lock.
Make sure your windows are closed and locked. Pin the windows if double hung, and add a bar or thick
dowel in the track of sliding doors. Reglaze your windows so it's not easy to pry out the glass with glazing
that crumbles easily or breaks away.

3. Lights that burn steadily from dusk to dawn do a better job of deterring burglars than motion activated
lights.

Youth Friends - Volunteering at Hartman

Most of us are well aware of the latest proposed changes in the KC, MO
school district. Certainly our views about what the district should do varies.
But we can certainly agree that we want the public schools in the city we
live to improve. Better schools are good for everyone in our city.

We are well aware of the opportunities to get involved by attending I—
meetings with the superintendent and school board and of policy and
decision-making levels (which are very important!).

Another way we can work in grassroots ways to help improve our public schools is to volunteer.
Hartman Elementary on 81st and Oak is one of our neighborhood schools in great need of volunteers.
With a high student-to-teacher ratio, teachers are always in need of helpers to work with students who are
struggling with different subjects. This helps the students being tutored to catch up, and often times helps
the teacher to better teach while a volunteer is working with students who cause distractions in the
classroom.

Volunteers with youth friends help in a variety of ways, from eating lunch with students to tutoring
one-on-one or in groups to helping a teacher in the classroom to teaching a lesson to a class.

This is also a great way for us to practice 'everyday justice’ by serving a school with a high level of
students living under the poverty line and a low level of involvement from parents and the local
community. Currently, there are 7 youth friends volunteering at Hartman Elementary.
